A History on The Book of Enoch
The Book of Enoch was one of the most widely accepted and respected books in Jewish culture before and up to the birth of Jesus (Yahshua’s). Early Christians in the first century accepted the writings of the book of Enoch as an authentic scripture, including the part about the fallen angels and their ultimate judgment. The Book of Enoch, just like the book of Daniel, originally was written in Hebrew and Aramaic. Only the Ethiopic manuscripts exist today. Partial Greek and Latin translations are also found in existence along with Aramaic fragments from the Dead Sea Scrolls. Today, Enoch is still included as a canonized text in the Ethiopic Old Testament by the Coptic Orthodox Churches of Egypt. 

The Book of Enoch gave the Jews the lunar calendar, and imparted the idea that the coming Messiah would be Elohim incarnate in human form. In fact, many of the principles taught by the Messiah himself seem directly connected to the writings in the book of Enoch. In the New Testament we find over a hundred phrases that parallels to the book of Enoch. In verse 14 of the Book of Jude he says that "Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied…" In addition Jude directly quotes from the Book of Enoch 2:1, "Behold he comes with ten thousands of his saints to execute judgment on all, to convict all who are ungodly…" The time difference between the book of Enoch and writings of Jude was approximately 3,400 years. Therefore, this can only mean that Enoch’s written prophecies were available to Jude during that time, and that Jude was well versed in these scriptures. The coming and resurrection of a Messiah, the concept of demons and fallen angels, the Final Judgment, and the coming Messianic Kingdom are in no doubt major themes of the book of Enoch and appear as a system of belief 200 years before the New Testament was ever written.  

The early church fathers considered the book of Enoch to be among the biblical apocryphal writings, but because of its controversial written account of the behavior of the fallen angels it fell into disfavor among powerful theologians. The contents were considered too exalted to be made available to the general public so the books were just read amongst the esoteric circles of the devout believers. Those not admitted into such circles because they were thought not to be enlightened soon banned the book of Enoch as heretical material and was forbidden for all to read. It was banned by later Church fathers mainly because of its theme concerning the nature and actions of the fallen angels.
In fact, the writings made some Church fathers so angry, and it was considered such profane that it was denounced, cursed, banned, and burned. The book of Enoch was censored specifically to hide the truth of the fallen angels past, pre and post flood, activity on earth. 
The book of Enoch was lost for a thousand years. It was discovered in 1773 when the Scottish explorer James Bruce found that the Ethiopian church had saved the manuscripts and kept it alongside the other books of the Bible. Then, in 1948 a little kid chased his pet sheep into a cave and walked out with the archeological find of the millennium. A clay jar filled with scrolls, among them of course, were fragments from the book of Enoch proving that this book was widely accepted as scriptural doctrine among the Jewish culture. 

This is one of the most successful cover up of the truth by the Church ever known in history. I wonder what else they have purposely hidden from the general public just because it may be controversial with their doctrines. So instead they invent a completely false doctrine about the proper interpretation of Genesis 6, “The Sons of Seth Heresy.”

8 I heard, but I did not understand. So I asked, "My lord, what will the outcome of all this be?" 9 He replied, "Go your way, Daniel, because the words are closed up and sealed until the time of the end. 10 Many will be purified, made spotless and refined, but the wicked will continue to be wicked.
