Below you will find a detailed word study on the word “Called” that will reveal a little more insight to what exactly it means to be called…….

2 Peter-1:3 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that [pertain] unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

*Bidden- Strong’s 2564

In the above scripture it is clear that this is referring to an invitation….
Matthew  22:14 For many are *called 2822, but few [are] chosen.

*Called- Strong’s #2822 that comes from 2821 that comes from **2564!!!

This scripture should read-
For many are invited but few are selected.
The Best example of being Called is in the full story……
Matthew 22:1 – 14 
Yashua  Teaching the Parable of the Marriage Feast
1 Yashua spoke to them again in parables, saying: 
2 "The kingdom of heaven is like a king who prepared a wedding banquet for his son. 
3 He sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell them to come, but they refused to come. 
4 "Then he sent some more servants and said, 'Tell those who have been invited that I have prepared my dinner: My oxen and fattened cattle have been butchered, and everything is ready. Come to the wedding banquet.' 
5 "But they paid no attention and went off—one to his field, another to his business. 
6 The rest seized his servants, mistreated them and killed them. 
7 The king was enraged. He sent his army and destroyed those murderers and burned their city. 
8 "Then he said to his servants, 'The wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not deserve to come. 
9 Go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone you find.' 
10 So the servants went out into the streets and gathered all the people they could find, both good and bad, and the wedding hall was filled with guests.
(the above persons  would be the “called”) 
11 "But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was not wearing wedding clothes. 
12 'Friend,' he asked, 'how did you get in here without wedding clothes?' The man was speechless.
 (The above guest in his own clothes would be symbolic of the not selected or chosen)
13 "Then the king told the attendants, 'Tie him hand and foot, and throw him outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.' 
14 "For many are called, but few are chosen."
The King sees someone without wedding clothes. He deemed his own clothes of self-righteousness good enough for the wedding; and it was fine, until the King came in, and then he was exposed and cast out.
 He will choose from those who were called. He will choose those who have received the righteousness of Yashua, and put off their righteousness as dirty rags.
In essence, they had on their own clothes (self-righteousness), and have refused to dress for the occasion; you have refused my clothes (The Righteousness of Yashua).
