Can A Human being live without sinning after Salvation?

Establish who and what Adam is/was:

Establish that Eve was also called Adam by Elohim-

Both Adam and Eve were Adam- Blood-of-Elohim - (remember to point out the word “them: here read-

Genesis 1:26-27  And God said,4 Let us make4 man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion4 over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth6 upon the earth.  27 So God created4 man in his [own] image, in the image of God created1 he him; male and female created1 he them
Yashua was the Second Adam (Blood of Elohim)
1 Corinthians 15:45-47 – “And so it is written, ‘The first man Adam (121) was made a living soul, the last Adam  (121) was made a quickening spirit’.  Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual.  The first man (Adam #1) is of the Earth, earthy: the second man (Adam #2) is the Lord from Heaven.” 

Messiah was emptied out of all his Deity-

Philippians 2:6-8 "Who (Yashua), being in the form of Elohim, thought it not robbery to be equal with Elohim: But made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him (Himself) the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross."
John 14:10 Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.

John 14:23 Yashua answered and said unto him, If a man Loves me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him.24 He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's which sent me.
**** (wait a minute, isn’t Yashua “the Word”? Hmmm?)

****Yes but - Messiah made himself like us by emptying himself as a Deity and fully depending on the Ruach for direction.
Some Yashua facts –

1- And if you search the scriptures, you will find that He never performed any miracles until after He had been baptized and filled with the Holy Ghost, which is a requirement for man, not Elohim.  

2-If He had been living here on Earth  as Elohim, then He would have no need to be filled with Elohim.'s Spirit.  If He had come to us as Elohim, He would already be full of Elohim's Spirit.

3-Have you noticed in the Scriptures that all during the time He walked here among us that He consistently referred to Himself as the "Son of Man"?  Also notice that it wasn't until after His resurrection that the Scriptures refer to Him as the "Son of Elohim.".  In other words, every miracle Yashua Messiah ever performed during His physical lifetime, He did so as mere mortal filled with the HolySpirit - - not as Yahweh
In case you are having difficulty accepting this?  Here are a few scriptures, keep in mind that these Scriptures we're about to read are referring to events which happened on the other side of the cross from where we are today - - -Prior to His crucifixion :
John 5:19-20 - "Then answered Yashua  and said unto them , ‘Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He seeth the Father do: for what things soever He (the Father) doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.'"
John 8:28-29 - "Then said Yashua unto them , ‘When ye have lifted up (crucified) the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am He (the Messiah), and that I do nothing of Myself; but as my Father hath taught Me, I speak these things.  And He (the Father) that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please Him.'" 
* He was speaking as the "Son of Man"- - as a flesh and blood male human being & demonstrating to us how we are to listen to the Father for our instructions on a daily basis.
More OT scripture proving Messiah came not as Deity to earth, but as a man only -

Numbers 23:19 
Elohim [is] not a man, that he should lie;17 neither the son of man, that he should repent:101 hath he said,1 and shall he not do4 [it]? or hath he spoken,14 and shall he not make it good?55 
Notice the difference in what Messiah said before and then after the resurrection …..

Pre resurrection Messiah quote-

John 5:19-20 - "Then answered Jesus and said unto them , ‘Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He seeth the Father do: for what things soever He (the Father) doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.'"
Post Resurrection Yashua Quote-Messiah speaking

John 20:21-22  Then said Yashua to them again, Peace [be] unto you: as [my] Father hath sent me, even so send I you. And when he had said this, he breathed on [them], and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost:
Being Perfect-
*Colossians 1:28-29
Being perfect
1:28 Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect in Yashua: 29 Whereunto I also labor, striving according to his working, which worketh in me mightily.

Being perfect-

Hebrews 6:1 Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Messiah, let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward Elohim. 2 Of the doctrine of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.3 And this will we do, if Elohim. permit.

~We are exactly like Messiah was when he was on earth after we received salvation-

John1:12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of Elohim., [even] to them that believe on his name: **1:13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of Elohim. 1:14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

wow!!

Which brings us full circle right back to the scripture we were studying to begin with…….

2 Peter 1: 3-4:  "His divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him that hath called us to glory and virtue: Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises:  that by these (great and precious promises) ye might be “Partakers of the divine nature having escaped the corruption” (degeneration caused by the Adamic nature) that is in the World through lust."

*Exactly what does this mean to us ???
Read-Closing Statement
