Iron Mixed With Clay
Nebuchadnezzar’s dream of the image in Daniel Chapter 2 appears to lay out all of Gentile history until Elohim ultimately intervenes and sets up His own kingdom (the millennium reign). Various metals make up the image in the dream, the head of gold, the chest and arms of silver, the belly and thighs of bronze, the legs of iron, and the feet partly of iron and partly of clay. But, what is most important to understand in Nebuchadnezzar’s dream, for the sake of this study, is the image’s feet which was made partly of iron and partly of clay. Why? Because this is the kingdom which pertains to the end times, that which is our time.
· Scriptures to read Daniel 2:25-45.
Daniel 2:43 

And as you saw iron mixed with muddy clay, they are mixing themselves with the seed of men, but they are not clinging to each other, even as iron does not mix with clay. 

Who are “they”? What in the world is Daniel talking about? And just what or who is Daniel referring to that are mingling or mixing with the seed of men? These are all good questions that will be answered during the course of this study. 
Let me start by saying that this is a highly controversial topic and there are many different interpretations regarding this topic (all debatable of course). If you search the web or read many of the bible commentaries that are out there you will find a number of different interpretations. Now, I’m not saying that their interpretations are wrong and I’m not saying that they are right. Some interpret “they” as an indirect reference to someone or something, some refer to “they” as a nation or a type of people in general, and most refer to the iron and the clay as to stronger nations ruling over weaker nations as we have seen in our past history from the fall of the Roman Empire to our present time. For example: History tells us that after the decline of the Roman Empire (5th century) other kingdoms (and later future nations) rose to power and ruled over weaker nations. Some of these nations were the British Empire which ruled from 1497 to 1997, the Spanish empire ruled from 1402 to 1976, the Ottoman Empire ruled from 1299 to 1922, the German Empire ruled from 1871 to 1918, then Hitler tried to take over Europe from 1939 to 1945 during WWII, the Russian Empire also ruled from 1721 to 1917, then the Soviet Union ruled neighboring countries and tried to spread communism abroad from 1922 to1991. Also included is the American Empire which is really a controversial term referring more to a political, economic, military, and cultural influence of the United States world wide, using its military bases abroad as a form of empire after World War II, rather than conquering and ruling by force over other world nations. These are all powerful nations after the fall of the Roman Empire that have risen and fallen but never reached world dominance. So we can see how easily scripture may be misinterpreted by referring to these dominant ruling nations as the Iron and the nations being ruled as the clay. It sounds logical especially when compared to past historical events and those occurring world wide in our present time. 
In this study I will not use intellectual reasoning or past historical events, like most commentaries and most websites use to interpret this passage, instead what I will use is biblical scripture to interpret scripture. To me it doesn’t make any sense to use past historical events to interpret this passage when this is a futuristic event pertaining to things that will happen in the end times or in our near future. I will be using the Scriptures Bible, which is a direct translation from the Hebrew to English. I will also use Strong’s biblical concordance, Brown-Driver-Brigg’s Hebrew definitions, and The Ancient Hebrew Lexicon to dissect and extract the correct word meanings for this passage. We are going to put aside all other interpretations that we have heard in the past (or that are out there) and we are going to look at this passage within a biblical perspective using biblical scriptures. In other words rather than looking at this passage according to what man teaches or says, we are going to look at it according to what Elohim is telling us thru the prophet Daniel in its true context.
In the dream the muddy clay seems to be strangely mixed-but not completely-with the iron. Before you proceed with the rest of this study you need to read Daniel 2:25-45 if you haven’t done so yet. If you have then you may proceed. We will start this study by dissecting verse 2:41.
Daniel 2:41 
Yet, as you saw the feet and toes, partly of potter’s clay and partly of iron, the reign is to be divided. But some of the strength of the iron is to be in it, because you saw the iron mixed with muddy clay.

The key words that we are going to look at in this verse are the ten toes, the potter’s clay, the iron, and the reign that is to be divided.

The Ten Toes
The ten toes in this verse represent 10 kings (melek in Hebrew), rulers, or leaders. The ten toes parallels with the ten horns in Daniel 7:7-8, Daniel 7:16-25; Revelation 13:1; Revelation 17:3; and Revelation 17:7-13. These scriptures tell us that the ten horns represent 10 sovereigns, kings, rulers, or leaders, rather than countries or nations, and out of these ten horns an eleventh horn shall rise up, this eleventh horn is the antichrist (the man of lawlessness). 
Daniel 7:24-25 

And the ten horns are ten sovereigns from this reign. They shall rise, and another shall rise after them, and it is different from the first ones, and it humbles three sovereigns, and it speaks words against the Most High, and it wears out the set-apart ones of the Most High, and it intends to change appointed times1 and law2, and they are given into its hand for a time and times and half a time. 

· Sovereigns –H4430 melek; king, royal. Daniel 7:24
· Set apart ones of the most high: The Jewish people.
· Footnotes: 1 Appointed times is another word for Jewish festivals, or technically for the feasts of Elohim. 

· Footnotes: 2Changing the law (Torah) amounts to lawlessness. You can read 2nd Thessalonians 2:3-12 regarding “the lawless one” and “lawlessness” which will take over in the set-apart place, the Temple which is to be built in the end times. See also Daniel 11:30-36.
· They are given into its hand: Referring to the 11th horn (the antichrist) who will rule over the set apart ones (the Jews).
Note: In Daniel chapter seven notice that there is no fifth beast, it stops at the fourth beast, which is the Roman Empire (legs of Iron), and these ten horns come out of this fourth beast, which parallels to the ten toes in the feet mixed with iron and clay in chapter 2. Then the eleventh horn comes out from among these ten horns. This is very significant because this tells us that there will be no other future nation that will rule in the same way that Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece, and the Roman Empire ruled back then. Keep this in mind.
Revelation 17:12-13 

And the ten horns which you saw are ten sovereigns who have not yet received a reign, but receive authority as sovereigns with the beast for one hour.  They have one mind, and they shall give their power and authority to the beast. 

· Sovereigns – G935 leader, prince, commander, lord of the land, ruler, king. Revelation 17:12
· Horns – Are always used figuratively throughout the bible to signify strength or power: Zechariah 1:18-21, Deuteronomy 33:17, 1 Samuel 2:10, Psalms 18:2; 89:24.
· Beast – The antichrist (the man of lawlessness).
So, we see in this verse that the ten toes represent ten rulers or leaders that will emerge in the end times. And from these ten rulers an eleventh ruler, the man of lawlessness, will emerge.

Partly of potter’s clay and partly of iron
Partly of potter’s clay and partly of iron, in Daniel 2: 41 is not referring to weaker nations being ruled by stronger nations as it is taught in traditional Christianity. Traditional Christianity teaches that, since the previous verses 2:37- 40 is referring to the Image based on four ruling empires, therefore it is logical to think or presume that the following verses (2:41-42) are also referring to strong nations (the Iron) that will conquer weaker nations (the clay) but never reaching world dominance. Perhaps it is because of the word “reign” in verses 41 and 42 that misleads most scholars and theologians. I don’t know, but what I do know is that the Iron and potter’s clay according to scripture is in fact referring to people (the clay) being ruled by government officials (or sovereigns), men of power and wealth (the Iron) who control every aspect of this world. Not all, but for the most part these men of great power and wealth have different innate characteristics that I will discuss later in the study. 
First let’s look at what the bible has to say in regards to the potter’s clay. The term “muddy clay” or “potter’s clay” (depending on your bible translation) refers to clay made from the ground. The word used here is chacaph (hasaph-Aramaic) which means clay.
· Potter - H6353 pechar (P-HhR Aramaic)--to fashion; potter.

· Clay - H2635 chacaph (Hh-SP Aramaic)--a clod; clay.
· Potters Clay - refers to clay made from the dust of the ground.

What is clay? Clay is a natural occurring material from the earth, which shows plasticity or may be molded with the hands consisting of hydrous silicate of aluminum. It is the result of the wearing down and decomposition, in part, of rocks containing aluminous minerals, as granite. Lime, magnesia, oxide of iron, and other ingredients, are often present as impurities. 
In scripture the Hebrew and Greek words, as well as the English “clay,” are, however, used loosely for any sticky mud, earth in general. Different words are used through out the bible (chomer, teet, chacaph, mehlet, mahabeh, and peylos) but all pertaining to clay. Aside from its original use to make pottery, mortar, bricks, and to seal, the term clay has always been used throughout the scriptures figuratively to represent man as representing the elementary particles of the human body; hence, the human body as formed from such particles.  We see this in Job 33:6, Job 4:19, Isaiah 64:8, Isaiah 29:16, Isaiah 45:9, Jeremiah 18:6, and Romans 9:20-25. This is the same material Elohim made man (Adam) from in Genesis 2:7. The Hebrew word is “aphar” which means: dust, earth, mud, ashes, clay, soil, and ground. Every animal of the earth and every fowl of the air was also made by this muddy clay or “aphar” (Genesis 2:19). 

Genesis 2:7 

And יהוה Elohim formed the man out of dust from the ground, and breathed into his nostrils breath of life. And the man became a living being.

In scripture the word clay is also used to express frailty, liableness to decay and destruction. For example in Job 4:19 “How much more those who dwell in houses of clay, whose foundation is in the dust, who are crushed, like a moth?” But, even though this verse expresses frailty or liableness to decay (death) it is still in reference to man, using houses of clay as a metaphor for the human body whose foundation is in the dust (aphar). So, according to scripture the word “potters clay” or “muddy clay” in Daniel 2: 41 represent mankind, the human race. In verses 42 and 43 Daniel uses the same Aramaic word “chacaph” and it means the same as in verse 2:41. Why would Daniel refer to something else and use the same word? Besides, nowhere in the bible does the word clay ever imply as to nations. It makes no sense to use it in this context (pertaining to nations) because that’s not what the word means.
Partly of Iron
The word Iron in this verse is the Hebrew word parzel which means simply that “Iron,” a strong metal. Daniels implication here of the word Iron is symbolic of strength and power, the same as the horns. In Daniel 2:40 we see that the fourth reign or the fourth beast (Daniel 7:7) is as strong as iron, had great iron teeth and was exceedingly strong. Although in this verse it is referred to as strong as the fourth beast, Iron in this passage does not refer to a strong nation that comes into power in the end times ruling weaker or other nations. We know this because Daniel 7 does not speak of a fifth beast, or identifies Iron mixed with clay as a separate beast, but it is a continuation of the 4th beast (the Roman Empire). The iron here is indirectly symbolic of something else possessing or having great strength. We will look into this in the following verses.
· Iron - H6523 parzel (Hebrew and Aramaic)--Iron.
· Iron = Ancient Hebrew Lexicon #: 3005 (Nm)

The reign is to be divided
In Daniel 2: 41 “the reign is to be divided” is referring to a divided reign, in the singular term rather than in the plural sense, that will be partly of potter’s clay and partly of iron.
It is a single reign, not in any ways implying to any one specific nation or empire, but more to a political system of ruler ship. Why? Because there is no fifth beast mentioned.
· Reign - H4437 malkuth -- kingdom, kingly, realm, reign.

The reign (malkuth) is to be divided amongst 10 kings (leaders or rulers), represented by the ten toes, rather than to ten different nations. Why not nations? Well, again if we go back to Daniel 7:24-25 we read in relation to the 10 horns that they represent ten sovereigns or kings, not nations.
Daniel 7:24-25 

And the ten horns are ten sovereigns from this reign. They shall rise, and another shall rise after them, and it is different from the first ones, and it humbles three sovereigns, and it speaks words against the Most High, and it wears out the set-apart ones of the Most High, and it intends to change appointed times and law, and they are given into its hand for a time and times and half a time. 

Clearly we read from this verse that these are ten sovereigns (horns) not nations that arise from this reign followed by an eleventh horn or ruler that emerges into the scene “and another (horn) shall rise after them.” We know that this eleventh horn or ruler which comes out from amongst the ten horns is the antichrist, or the man of lawlessness, who speaks great words blaspheming against Elohim. Daniel 7:8 “then saw another horn, a little one, coming up among them.” So, in this reign (a single political reign), some of the strength of the iron (?) is to be in it, because you saw the iron mixed with muddy clay (mankind). 
Daniel 2:42

And as the toes of the feet were partly of iron and partly of clay, so the reign is partly strong and partly brittle. 
So what do we have so far? We have a divided single reign (a political system), partly of iron (representing strength) and partly of clay (representing mankind) having 10 sovereigns (toes which represent ten kings or rulers). This reign is partly strong (?) and partly brittle (clay/man), because some of the strength of the iron (?) is in this reign. Now, in the next verse Daniel throws us a curve ball, throwing most traditional Christian teachings out the window.
Dan 2:43 

And as you saw iron mixed with muddy clay, they are mixing themselves with the seed of men, but they are not clinging to each other, even as iron does not mix with clay. 

What in the world is Daniel talking about? Who are they? What or who are mixing with the seed of men? What is he implying? Well, here Daniel interprets for us the mystery of the Iron and the clay mixed together. 
As we can see this verse is clearly in reference to the seed of man, the bloodline, DNA. Daniel makes it clear in this verse that he is identifying the muddy clay or potter’s clay with mankind “the seed of men” rather than to nations or empires. The “seed of men” is always used throughout the scriptures in reference to man’s bloodline or DNA from Genesis to Malachi (Genesis 3:15, 4:25, 9:9, 12:7, 13:15-16, 15:3, 16;10, 17:7-10, 19:32, Exodus 28:43, 30:21, Numbers 14:24, Ruth 4:12, 1st Samuel 24:21, 2nd Samuel 7:12, Malachi 2:3), just to name a few too many to list.

In this verse Daniel refers to the Iron as “they” and “they are mixing themselves with the seed of men,” Who are they? Well, Daniel seems to be establishing a difference between “they” and mankind. This highly suggests that “they” (the iron) may not be human. Therefore, this passage seems to be Identifying “they” to some other race of beings that are not from the seed of men themselves, to a non-human element (strange flesh Jude 1:7). Beings of strength and power (Iron) who are mixing with mankind’s DNA (potter’s clay). Therefore, he is using the “Iron” in this passage to represent (personify) an abstract quality to a hybrid race or a non human race of beings that are sexually intermingling with mankind, rather than referring to world empires or nations. Perhaps he is implying to angelic beings of the fallen state or to a new hybrid race of nephilim as in the days of Noah, maybe both.
Why do I say a non human race? Well because if we interpret the iron as a nation, lets say for arguments sake we use the nation of Iran (who has become a world threat), and the people of this nation are referred to as “they,” and “they” mix or mingle with the seed of men, does it make any sense? No. Why? Well to begin with, this verse is referring to the seed of men as to mankind in general, and the people belonging to the nation of Iran in general are humans, they are of the seed of men as well. Daniel on the other hand is referring to “they” as a non human element. The only plausible explanation that would make sense is if “they” are hybrids (nephilim) or angelic beings. The only non human element that we know of in the bible are the fallen angels from Genesis chapter 6, who created a hybrid race upon the earth called the nephilim, but we refer to them as giants. This intermingling with the seed of men happened twice in biblical history, pre flood and post flood who’s to say it can’t or it won’t happen again. 
They are not clinging to each other

But they are not clinging to each other, even as iron does not mix with clay: Meaning that there will be those who will not be contaminated by angelic DNA in the end times when Elohim’s wrath comes upon the earth. Like Noah and his family who found favor in the eyes of Elohim and survived the flood, therefore were preserved as a redeemable race upon the earth. Noaḥ was a righteous man, perfect in his generations and Noah walked with Elohim. The word generation in this verse is referring to the bloodline, genes, DNA (Genesis 6:8-9).
According to scripture it is not far fetched to consider the potential significance of Daniel’s passage and its implications of a hybrid angelic race (nephilim) existing in our modern day and mingling with the seed of man during the end times. It is also not far fetched to consider these modern day aliens who are in fact the fallen angels mingling with the seed of man during the end times just like in the days of Noah, spreading their seed amongst the human race. There is substantial evidence in hundreds of abduction cases reported world wide which conclude that aliens are in fact having sexual intercourse with human women and their main agenda seems to be hybridization (See the return of the nephilim study). Could Daniel be warning us in regards to the return of the nephilim and the fallen angels as in the days of Noah? Yahshua warned us in Matthew 24:37 as the days of Noaḥ, so also shall the coming of the Son of Adam be. Perhaps these scriptures are telling us to look more closely at Genesis chapter 6 and the book of Enoch. 
Conclusion
This passage in Daniel coincides with Matthew 24:37, Revelation 12:7-13 and the man of lawlessness who is literally of the seed of Satan (Genesis 3:15); not figuratively as many churches teach. One thing you can count on is that scripture always backs up scripture. This passage brings to light new perspectives to the study of eschatology and the book of Revelation. I will let you (the reader) decide for your self weather these things are true or not. Do not take for granted what I have written here but do your own research, be like the Bereans (Acts 17:11). My conclusion from this passage is that Daniel is definitely warning us about the parallels between the days of Noah and what is going to happen in the end times. For example:
I believe that the single reign that Daniel is referring to in verse 2:41 is the One World Order. A political system of government ruling world wide in the end times rather than to a single empire ruling the world. This One World Order will be established or put into place before the man of lawlessness is revealed. In other words the antichrist will not establish the One World Order upon the earth; he will take control of it. The Antichrist or the man of lawlessness, the eleventh horn which comes out from amongst the ten horns, will have full control of this reign during the second half of the tribulation period, when the second seal is opened.
The divided kingdom or the 10 toes (same as the10 Horns) represents 10 kings, rulers, or leaders that will be in power before the Antichrist comes into full control. The whole world will be under one reign (The One World Order) but somehow divided into ten sections or sub divisions with ten leaders over it until the antichrist takes over. Both man and hybrid will rein together, Iron mixed with clay. 

The clay is of course symbolic to mankind, man’s bloodline (seed), DNA. Man is referred to metaphorically in the scriptures as houses of clay, whose foundation is in the dust (aphar). This expresses frailty, liableness to decay, and destruction which basically is referring to death.
The iron represents a new race of hybrid beings (nephilim) that are living among us today, symbolizing power and strength. Yes you read correctly a new hybrid race of beings existing in our society already. I refer to them as a new race of nephilim because they are not giants as in the past. They are specifically engineered, during their breeding, to look like normal human beings in order to mix or blend into society inconspicuously.  

This allows them to infiltrate many of the highest political offices in our government and other governments around the world. They are part of an elite group or segment that rules the whole world behind the scenes secretly. A segment that controls globally the political and monetary system; that includes all the banks, the Federal Reserve, international trade, commerce, wall street, and all major corporations, just to name a few. These elite groups are members of the 13 ruling satanic families who control and have great influence around the world. They are members of the Illuminati, the Trilateral Commission, the Bilderburgs, the 33rd degree Masons, and the Council of Foreign Affairs. They are religious leaders (Mormons), witches, and Gurus of the Occult, New age followers, Radical Islamic leaders and terrorists, Hinduism promoters, UFO cults followers and leaders like Rael, Maytreya who claims to be the Christ, and Benjamin Cream who is very satanic in nature. These hybrids have also infiltrated the military (high command), CIA and other intelligence groups, our school system, and (believe it or not) even the Christian church. Now you know why there is so much paganism and false doctrines taught in Christian churches and seminaries. These are the ones responsible and involved in promoting the One World Order. Why? Because they are pawns of Satan doing his work, they belong to their father the devil, they have his DNA. Strategically Satan has to put them in key positions in order for his plan to work. Now, I am not saying that they are all hybrids but that many of them have infiltrated many of these key positions; Iron mixed with clay.
The antichrist, the man of lawlessness is represented by the iron as well (power and strength). He will emerge into the world scene (the 11th horn), a powerful world leader and a hybrid being of the seed of Satan (Genesis 3:15). 
The iron also represents the fallen angels (strength), where they will make their public appearance for the last time in the end times for the whole world to see (Revelation 12:7-13). These fallen angels have been and still are performing breeding experiments with humans creating a new hybrid race that can blend into today’s society so that they in turn can interbreed with humans and spread angelic DNA. These fallen angels are and have been posing, throughout our history, as extra terrestrial beings from other solar systems manipulating and deceiving mankind; iron mixed with clay. (See: The return of the nephilim study.)
Many fail to realize that the focal point of this prophecy happens in the end times before Messiah returns. This prophecy has not fully been fulfilled yet, although we are living in the feet portion of the muddy clay mixed with Iron, the ten toes (10 rulers) has not occurred yet. This happens in our near future and can begin at any moment. The way things are unfolding in our world today it seems like we are headed for it at lightning speed.
