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We are at War-January 2009

 

 Dear Patrick & Cynthia,
On Saturday evening our soldiers went into Gaza to fight the terrorists who have sent thousands of rockets into Israel in the past 8 years. It was so hard for Chaya and I to sleep that night. We kept waking up and praying throughout the night for our soldiers. 
 
The Israeli Defense Spokesman called on the nation to pray for our soldiers. So far tens of thousands of reservists have been called up to serve, even within the last 24 hours. Each one has had to say goodbye to their children not knowing if they would return or not, but knowing they will be fighting for the defense of our nation and the lives of our people. We ask for your prayers for every member of the Israeli Defense Force and for the believing soldiers. Additionally, pray for the Arab believers that live in Gaza. 
 
Please pray for the Israeli children in the rocket zones, as they do not have school, but must stay inside, in or near a bomb shelter. A radio station in Israel is playing children's music to calm the children at night. The radio stations are also playing songs about God and songs written during wars. Chaya and I were listening to reports on the radio and we heard a beautiful song with the lyrics solely from Psalm 23. Our secretary, Liz, also heard songs on the radio that spoke of God's protection over Israel. The reason we have not had many deaths is because the heart of the Israelis is to protect the children and they are listening to the commands of the home front, but we know the true protector of Israel is Yeshua. We have had many miracles, for example, the Beer-Sheva mayor cancelled school and the very next day a rocket hit a Beer-Sheva classroom. If the students had been in school then they would all have been killed. Yeshua is the hope and glory of Israel, who neither slumbers nor sleeps, but keeps watch over our nation. His eyes never leave us. (Psalm 121:4) 
 
Chaya is going to the South of Israel today accompanied by Jennie, a wife of an elder in our congregation, to visit our son-in-law Russ and daughter Suzanne and our two young grandchildren, Jasmine (4) and Aaron (3). The entire family is spending every night sleeping in their bomb shelter. Jasmine is starting to show signs of stress.  Chaya is taking toys and treats to the family along with her prayers. Please keep them in your prayers. Chaya is also planning on going to Sderot and Ofakim this week with another wonderful ministry, Helping Hands Coalition, to help deliver supplies. Keep them in your prayers as well.
