Bible Study July 30, 2008

Verses on the land of Israel-

Lev 25:23 ‘And the land is not to be sold beyond reclaim, for the land is Mine, for you are sojourners and settlers with Me.
Isa 14:25 “To break Ashshur in My land, and tread him down on My mountains. And his yoke shall be removed from them, and his burden removed from their shoulders.
Jer 2:7 “Then I brought you into a garden land, to eat its fruit and its goodness. But when you entered, you defiled My land and made My inheritance an abomination. 

Joel 3:2 then I shall gather all gentiles, and bring them down to the Valley of Yehoshaphat. And I shall enter into judgment with them there for My people, My inheritance Yisra’ĕl, whom they have scattered among the gentiles, and they have divided up My land. (judgment against the Gentiles for dividing up the land)
Gen 13:14 And after Lot had separated from him, יהוה said to Aḇram, “Now lift up your eyes and look from the place where you are, northward and southward and eastward and westward, 

Gen 13:15 for all the land which you see I shall give to you and your seed forever. 

Gen 13:16 “And I shall make your seed as the dust of the earth, so that, if a man could count the dust of the earth, then your seed also could be counted. 

Gen 13:17 “Arise, walk in the land through its length and its width, for I give it to you.” 

Deu 11:11 but the land which you are passing over to possess is a land of hills and valleys, which drinks water from the rain of the heavens, 

Deu 11:12 a land which יהוה your Elohim looks after. The eyes of יהוה your Elohim are always on it, from the beginning of the year to the latter end of the year. 

Gen 17:7 “And I shall establish My covenant between Me and you and your seed after you in their generations, for an everlasting covenant, to be Elohim to you and your seed after you. 

Gen 17:8 “And I shall give to you and your seed after you the land of your sojournings, all the land of Kenaʽan, as an everlasting possession. And I shall be their Elohim.” 

Gen 25:11 And it came to be, after the death of Aḇraham, that Elohim blessed his son Yitsḥaq. And Yitsḥaq dwelt at Be’ĕr Laḥai Ro’i. 

Gen 25:12 And this is the genealogy of Yishmaʽĕl, Aḇraham’s son, whom Haḡar the Mitsrite, Sarah’s female servant, bore to Aḇraham
Deu 1:8 ‘See, I have set the land before you. Go in and possess the land which יהוה swore to your fathers, to Aḇraham, to Yitsḥaq, and to Yaʽaqoḇ, to give to them and their seed after them.’ 

Psa 105:7 He is יהוה our Elohim; His right-rulings are in all the earth.

Psa 105:8 He has remembered His covenant forever, The Word He commanded, for a thousand generations,

Psa 105:9 The covenant He made with Aḇraham, And His oath to Yitsḥaq,

Psa 105:10 And established it to Yaʽaqoḇ for a law, To Yisra’ĕl – an everlasting covenant,

Psa 105:11 Saying, “To you I give the land of Kenaʽan, The portion of your inheritance.”
Zec 12:1  The message of the word of יהוה against Yisra’ĕl. יהוה, stretching out the heavens, and laying the foundation of the earth, and forming the spirit of man within him, declares, 

Zec 12:2 “See, I am making Yerushalayim a cup of reeling to all the people all around, and also against Yehuḏah it is in the siege against Yerushalayim. 

Zec 12:3 “And in that day it shall be that I make Yerushalayim a very heavy stone for all peoples – all lifting it are severely injured. And all the nations of the earth shall be gathered against it. 

Zec 12:4 “In that day,” declares יהוה, “I smite every horse with bewilderment and its rider with madness. And on the house of Yehuḏah I open My eyes, but every horse of the peoples I smite with blindness. 

Zec 12:5 “And the leaders of Yehuḏah shall say in their heart, ‘The inhabitants of Yerushalayim are a strength to me, through יהוה of hosts, their Elohim.’ 

Zec 12:6 “In that day I make the leaders of Yehuḏah like a fire pot among trees, and like a torch of fire in the sheaves. And they shall consume all the peoples all around, on the right and on the left. And Yerushalayim shall dwell again in her own place, in Yerushalayim. 

Zec 12:7 “And יהוה shall save the tents of Yehuḏah first, so that the comeliness of the house of Dawiḏ and the comeliness of the inhabitants of Yerushalayim would not become greater than that of Yehuḏah. 

Zec 12:8 “In that day יהוה shall shield the inhabitants of Yerushalayim. And the feeble among them in that day shall be like Dawiḏ, and the house of Dawiḏ like Elohim, like the Messenger of יהוה before them! 

Zec 12:9 “And it shall be in that day that I seek to destroy all the gentiles that come against Yerushalayim. 

Jer 30:2 “Thus spoke יהוה Elohim of Yisra’ĕl, saying, ‘Write in a book for yourself all the words that I have spoken to you. 

Jer 30:3 ‘For look, the days are coming,’ declares יהוה, ‘when I shall turn back the captivity of My people Yisra’ĕl and Yehuḏah,’ declares יהוה, ‘and I shall bring them back to the land that I gave to their fathers, and let them possess it.’ ” 

Jer 31:17 “And there is expectancy for your latter end,” declares יהוה, “and your children shall return to their own country.
Eze 20:42 “And you shall know that I am יהוה, when I bring you into the land of Yisra’ĕl, into the land for which I lifted My hand in an oath to give to your fathers. 

Num 34:1  And יהוה spoke to Mosheh, saying,

Num 34:2 “Command the children of Yisra’ĕl, and say to them, ‘When you come into the land of Kenaʽan, this is the land which falls to you as an inheritance, the land of Kenaʽan to its boundaries: 

Num 34:3 ‘Then your southern border shall be from the Wilderness of Tsin along the border of Eḏom, and your southern border shall be eastward from the end of the Salt Sea. 

Num 34:4 ‘Then your border shall turn from the southern side of the Ascent of Aqrabbim, continue to Tsin, and be on the south of Qaḏĕsh Barnĕa, and it shall go on to Ḥatsar Addar, and continue to Atsmon. 

Num 34:5 ‘And the border shall turn from Atsmon to the wadi of Mitsrayim, and it shall end at the Sea. 

Num 34:6 ‘As for the western border, you shall have the Great Sea for a border, this is your western border. 

Num 34:7 ‘And this is your northern border: From the Great Sea you mark out your borderline to Mount Hor, 

Num 34:8 from Mount Hor you mark out your border to the entrance of Ḥamath, and the edge of the border shall be toward Tseḏaḏ, 

Num 34:9 and the border shall proceed to Ziphron, and it shall end at Ḥatsar Ěnan. This is your northern border. 

Num 34:10 ‘And you shall mark out your eastern border from Ḥatsar Ěnan to Shepham, 

Num 34:11 and the border shall go down from Shepham to Riḇlah on the east side of Ayin, and the border shall go down and reach to the eastern side of the Sea of Kinnereth. 

Num 34:12 ‘And the border shall go down along the Yardĕn, and it shall end at the Salt Sea. This is your land with its surrounding boundaries.’ ” 

Gen 15:18 On the same day יהוה made a covenant with Aḇram, saying, “I have given this land to your seed, from the river of Mitsrayim to the great river, the River Euphrates, 

Gen 15:19 with the Qĕynite, and the Qenizzite, and the Qaḏmonite, 

Gen 15:20 and the Ḥittite, and the Perizzite, and the Repha’im, 

Gen 15:21 and the Amorite, and the Kenaʽanite, and the Girgashite, and the Yeḇusite.” 

Exo 23:21 “Be on guard before Him and obey His voice. Do not rebel against Him, for He is not going to pardon your transgression, for My Name is in Him. 

Jos 1:2 “Mosheh My servant is dead, so now, arise, pass over this Yardĕn, you and all this people, to the land which I am giving to them, to the children of Yisra’ĕl. 

Jos 1:3 “Every place on which the sole of your foot treads I have given you, as I spoke to Mosheh. 

Jos 1:4 “From the wilderness and this Leḇanon even as far as the great river, the River Euphrates, all the land of the Ḥittites, and to the Great Sea toward the going down of the sun, is your border. 

2Ki 21:1  Menashsheh was twelve years old when he began to reign, and he reigned fifty-five years in Yerushalayim. And his mother’s name was Ḥephtsiḇah. 

2Ki 21:2 And he did evil in the eyes of יהוה, according to the abominations of the gentiles whom יהוה dispossessed before the children of Yisra’ĕl. 

2Ki 21:3 For he turned and built the high places which Ḥizqiyahu his father had destroyed, and raised up altars for Baʽal, and made an Ashĕrah, as Aḥaḇ sovereign of Yisra’ĕl had done, and he bowed himself to all the host of the heavens and served them. 

2Ki 21:4 And he built altars in the House of יהוה, of which יהוה had said, “In Yerushalayim I put My Name.” 

2Ki 21:5 And he built altars for all the host of the heavens in the two courtyards of the House of יהוה. 

2Ki 21:6 And he made his son pass through the fire, and practised magic, and used divination, and consulted spiritists and mediums. He did much evil in the eyes of יהוה, to provoke Him.

2Ki 21:7 And he placed a carved image of Ashĕrah that he had made in the House of which יהוה had said to Dawiḏ and to Shelomoh his son, “In this house and in Yerushalayim, which I have chosen out of all the tribes of Yisra’ĕl, I put My Name forever, 

2Ki 21:8 and no more shall I cause the feet of Yisra’ĕl to move from the soil which I gave their fathers – only if they guard to do according to all that I have commanded them, and according to all the Torah that My servant Mosheh commanded them.” 

2Ki 21:9 But they did not obey, and Menashsheh led them astray to do more evil than the gentiles whom יהוה had destroyed before the children of Yisra’ĕl. 

2Ki 21:10 And יהוה spoke by His servants the prophets, saying, 

2Ki 21:11 “Because Menashsheh sovereign of Yehuḏah has done these abominations, having done more evil than all the Amorites who were before him, and also made Yehuḏah sin with his idols, 

2Ki 21:12 therefore thus said יהוה Elohim of Yisra’ĕl, ‘See, I am bringing such evil upon Yerushalayim and Yehuḏah that both ears of those who hear of it shall tingle. 

2Ki 21:13 ‘And I shall stretch over Yerushalayim the measuring line of Shomeron and the plummet of the house of Aḥaḇ, and shall wipe Yerushalayim as one wipes a dish, wiping it and turning it upside down. 

2Ki 21:14 ‘And I shall forsake the remnant of My inheritance and give them into the hand of their enemies. And they shall be for a prey and for a plunder to all their enemies, 

2Ki 21:15 because they have done evil in My eyes, and have provoked Me since the day their fathers came out of Mitsrayim, even to this day.’ ” 

2Ki 21:16 And also, Menashsheh shed very much innocent blood, until he had filled Yerushalayim from one end to another, besides his sin with which he made Yehuḏah sin, in doing evil in the eyes of יהוה.

2Ki 21:17 And the rest of the acts of Menashsheh, and all that he did, and the sin that he committed, are they not written in the book of the annals of the sovereigns of Yehuḏah? 

2Ki 21:18 So Menashsheh slept with his fathers, and was buried in the garden of his own house, in the garden of Uzza. And his son Amon reigned in his place. 

2Ki 21:19 Amon was twenty-two years old when he began to reign, and he reigned two years in Yerushalayim. And the name of his mother was Meshullemeth the daughter of Ḥaruts of Yoteḇah. 

2Ki 21:20 And he did evil in the eyes of יהוה, as his father Menashsheh had done, 

2Ki 21:21 and walked in all the ways that his father had walked, and served the idols that his father had served, and bowed himself to them, 

2Ki 21:22 and forsook יהוה Elohim of his fathers, and did not walk in the way of יהוה. 

2Ki 21:23 And the servants of Amon conspired against him, and killed the sovereign in his own house. 

2Ki 21:24 But the people of the land smote all those who had conspired against Sovereign Amon, and the people of the land set up his son Yoshiyahu to reign in his place. 

2Ki 21:25 And the rest of the acts of Amon which he did, are they not written in the book of the annals of the sovereigns of Yehuḏah? 

2Ki 21:26 And he was buried in his tomb in the garden of Uzza. And his son Yoshiyahu reigned in his place.
