What is Salvation?

Salvation is the acutely dynamic act of snatching others from serious peril. In other words salvation is the saving of a life from death or harm. 
Webster’s dictionary defines salvation as: The act of saving; preservation from destruction, danger, or great calamity; the means or cause of saving; the redemption of man from the bondage and penalty of sin.

In scripture, salvation denotes the whole process by which man is delivered (saved) from all penalty and power of sin and death that would prevent one attaining eternal life in the kingdom of Elohim (Romans 3:23). It is a divine miracle that rescues the human soul and spirit from the dominion of hell and the second death (spiritual death), which is an eternal life of damnation and suffering in the lake of fire (Revelation 20:14-15). 

In the Old Testament salvation primarily concerns Elohims’s saving act within human history, past, present, and future. One example of salvation in the Old Testament is the story of Noah. When Elohim destroyed the world with the Flood, He performed an act of salvation by saving Noah and his family. These eight people became the basis of another chance for mankind. Another example is the story of Lot and his daughters how they were saved from the judgments (the wrath of Elohim) that was about to fall on the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah. The story of Joseph; how Elohim used him to save the Israelites (the sons of Jacob) from the famine about to come upon the land. By far the greatest example of salvation in the Old Testament is the Exodus of the Israelites from Egypt, which demonstrates both Elohims’s power to save and Elohim’s concern for His oppressed people (Exodus 14:13, 34:6-7). It portrays Moses the deliverer as a representation of the Messiah who was to come (Deuteronomy 18:18-19).

In the New Testament salvation is regarded as being delivered or rescued (redeemed) exclusively from the power and dominion of sin and death. This act of salvation was to be accomplished by Elohim Himself as a physical manifestation in human form (John 1:1-3, 14). 
· [A covenant (contractual agreement) that He had made with Abraham (Genesis 15:9-17), which Elohim knew that man could not keep so He took it upon Himself to keep both sides of the agreement.] 
Elohim came to earth in the form of a man (Yahshua ha Moshiac) who died on the cross as the sacrificial lamb who takes away the sins of the whole world past, present, and future (John 1:29). 
Elohim elected the nation of Israel for the purpose of His plan, to bring salvation to His people and the rest of His world. This started with the covenant and promises Elohim made to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, and ends with Yahshua’s sacrifice on the cross. From the beginning Elohim’s plan of salvation included the coming of a Messiah, a deliverer, who would redeem humanity back to Him by the shedding of His blood (Genesis 3:15).
Why do we need Salvation?

The need for salvation goes all the way back to the beginning, to the time when mankind first sinned against Elohim, and was removed from the Garden of Eden (Genesis chapter 3). This was the primary saving event or rather in this case the primary propitiation (covering) of sin and the first time an animal was sacrificed to atone for the sin that had just been committed by Adam and Eve. 
· And the LORD God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife, and clothed them (Genesis chapter 3:21).
An animal had to be killed or sacrificed in order for its blood to cover or atone for the sin of Adam and Eve, and at the same time its skin was used to cover their shame (nakedness) and clothe them. The animal had to pay the price, the penalty of sin, or in other words something (in reference to an animal) or someone had to die as a contractual obligation for the disobedience (sin) that had been committed. For, Elohim had commanded Adam earlier not to eat from a certain tree in the garden or the consequences would be death.

· And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, "From any tree of the garden you may eat freely; but from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat from it you shall surely die."

The animal was redeemed in place of the life of Adam and Eve. Scripture tells us that without bloodshed there is no covering (atonement) or forgiveness of sin. Someone or something has to die in ones place. We see this throughout the entire Old Testament (The Tanach).
· For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you on the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood by reason of the life that makes atonement (Leviticus 17:11).

Adam and Eve sinned and could no longer dwell in the presence of Elohim. Because of this act of disobedience, they were expelled from the garden. No longer were Adam and Eve eternal (immortal) beings, as the heavenly hosts, death had come upon them physically as well as spiritually. Before the fall, Adam’s spirit was alive and sinless before Elohim - meaning that it was united, connected, with the Spirit of Elohim (Holy Spirit) and the spirit realm. They were able to stand in the presence of Elohim and dwell in the garden together with Him. But all that ended at the fall due to sin, spiritual death took place. That is, the spirit of Adam and Eve were no longer united, or linked with the Spirit of Elohim and the spirit realm, they were separated; thus could not commune with or see Elohim as they had done before. Because of this occurrence, all that are born after Adam are spiritually dead, subject to physical death, and are outcasts (separated) from communion with Elohim. Sin separates humanity from Elohim and shuts the door from entering into his kingdom. Just like Noah when he shut the door to the ark just before the flood waters came, no one else was saved. For this reason Yahshua, by His death on the cross, came to redeem and to link (connect) our spirits back with Elohim’s Spirit. By the blood, which He shed for us on the cross, He opens the door to his kingdom so that we may enter and have eternal life with Him. Scripture tells us that: 
· Through one man (Adam) sin entered into the world, and death through sin, and so death spread to all men, because all sinned. Therefore, death has reigned from Adam until today (Romans 5:12).

Therefore, through the seed or the sperm of Adam, sin and death spread to all of his descendents. Sin has been passed down from generation to generation through the bloodline, or through every male sperm. Because of this no one can escape from the curse of sin and death. Even a fetus in its mother’s womb is already subject to sin. For this reason Yahshua was born of a virgin, lacking the male sperm so that He would not be contaminated by the sin that is passed down through the bloodline (the sperm) of fallen man. In this way the blood of Yahshua is pure (without sin), this was necessary in order for Him to be the sacrificial sin offering for all humanity. The pure (sinless) blood of Yahshua cleanses us of all our sins, including that which was passed down from generation to generation, so that we have a means or a way to enter into Elohim’s kingdom and have eternal life.

· For if, by the trespass of the one man (Adam), death reigned through that one man, how much more will those who receive God's abundant provision of grace and of the gift of righteousness reign in life through the one man, Jesus Christ. Consequently, just as the result of one trespass was condemnation for all men, so also the result of one act of righteousness was justification that brings life for all men. For just as through the disobedience of the one man the many were made sinners, so also through the obedience of the one man the many will be made righteous (Romans 5:17-19).

All of mankind needs salvation. By our own good deeds, or works, we cannot attain salvation or eternal life because sin already exists in our bloodline, and at one time or another in our lives we have all sinned. For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God (Romans 3:23). If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves, and the truth is not in us (1 John 1:8). And, if we say that we have not sinned, we make Elohim a liar (1 John 1:10). Elohim cannot lie. 

In the same way mankind cannot be saved through the law (the Ten Commandments) that Elohim gave to Moses, because through the law no one can be justified before Elohim. Rather, the law was given so that through the law we become conscious of sin or of our wrongdoings (Romans 3:20). The Law (Torah) is only a guide for mankind to live a correct life before Elohim but it does not wash away or take away our sins, nor does it save us from the curse of death.

· For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord (Romans 6:23).
· For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith--and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God--not by works, so that no one can boast (Ephesians 2:8-9)
.

How do we attain Salvation?

Salvation can only be attained through Yahshua Ha Moshiac (Jesus Christ) there is no other way. Jesus said; I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father, but through Me (John 14:6). Salvation can not be attained through Buddha, Mohamed, Vishnu, the Virgin Mary, or any other god, idol, or statue, in existence. Neither, can we attain it by our own merits or reaching a higher level of spirituality as the New Age Religion or any other religion in the world proclaims. These are false religions designed to keep you away from the true living God and from attaining your salvation.
· For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the world, but that the world should be saved through Him (John 3:17). 

· He who believes in Him is not judged; he who does not believe has been judged already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God (John 3:18).

From the beginning and throughout ancient history, before and after the flood, the Almighty, the creator of the heavens and the earth, the only true living God, Elohim-- foretold the coming of a Messiah through the patriarchs and the prophets. A deliverer who would redeem, once and for all, mankind back to Yahweh through His sacrificial death on the cross, and who would then come back to life on the third day. These prophecies were made thousands of years and then hundreds of years before the first advent of messiah. (See Messianic prophecies below and Acts Chapter Seven.)
Messianic prophecies- Genesis 3:15, 22:4and18, 35:19-20 / Exodus 12:46 / Numbers 9:12 / 2 Samuel 7:12-16 / Psalms 16:10-11, 22:1, 22:16, 22:18, 31:5, 34:20, 41:9, 69:4, 69:21, 78:2, 89:3-4, 110:1, 118:22, 118:26, 132:11 / Isaiah 6:9-10, 7:14, 9:1-2, 9:6-7, 11:1, 29:13, 40:3-5, 42:1-4, 53:1, 53:4, 53:9, 53:12, 58:6; 61:1 / Micah 5:2 / Hosea 6:2, 11:1 / Malachi 3:1, 4:5 / Jeremiah 31:15 / Zechariah 9:9, 11:1-13, 12:10, 13:7 / Daniel 9:26,11:31, 12:1, 12:11.
Salvation is for the whole world (Romans 8:20-22) and is offered to all men, woman, and children despite their age, color, or creed. Scripture says that; everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved (Romans 10:13). Although salvation is freely offered to all men Yahshua paid the price of redemption for our salvation with his life, just the same way a lamb, a ram, or a bull would be sacrificed for the atonement of sins in the Old Testament. Scripture says that Yahshua was the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world (John 1:29). That He came to give his life a ransom for many (Mark 10:45). Yahshua entered once for all into the Holy Place (in heaven), with His own blood, thus obtaining eternal redemption for mankind (Hebrews 9:12). Meaning; that there is no need for any more animal sacrifice for atonement of sins. Since Yahshua died in our place, and since He paid the price for our freedom from the curse of sin and death, then technically salvation is not a free gift. In what religion throughout the history of the world has the god ever died for his followers? On the contrary in every religion throughout the history of the world human or animal sacrifices had to be made to appease the gods, or the god.
New Birth

Scripture says that when we accept Yahshua as our savior our spirit is re-born or rejuvenated (John 3:3; 1st Peter 1:23), and all our sins are washed away by the blood, which Yahshua shed on the cross (Matthew 26:28; 1st Corinthians 6:11; Ephesians 1:7; 
1st John 1:7). 
· Jesus answered and said to him, "Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God" (John 3:3).

When an individual experience’s this spiritual re-birth, in addition to their sins being washed away, their spirit is also baptized with the Holy Spirit, or baptized with fire, so that he/she can again be one in unity to commune with and worship Elohim in spirit and in truth (Matthew 3:11; Acts 2:38, 13:52, 19:2). This baptism of fire is the seal of the Holy Spirit (Ephesians 4:30) it is the light of life (John 8:12). With out this seal no one can enter into the kingdom of Elohim when they die. Also while in the living, one needs this fire for spiritual warfare. It is the power and authority given to us, which we need in order to conquer the forces of evil in the physical world as well as in the spirit realm.

At re-birth we are also automatically taken out of the kingdom of darkness, the kingdom of sin and death (the kingdom of Satan), and placed in the kingdom of light, which is the  kingdom of Elohim, the kingdom of eternal life (Acts 26:18; Ephesians 5:8; 1st Peter 2:9). There we become a part of the household of Elohim (as adopted children of Elohim), heirs of the promise that Elohim made to Abraham (Gen 22:18) and as heirs of the kingdom (Romans 8:15-17; Galatians 3:29; Ephesians 3:6; Titus 3:7; James 2:5). 
· If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone the new has come (2nd Corinthians 5:17).

Acceptance of the gift of salvation cannot be forced or shoved upon anyone. One must want to accept it truly from the heart, rather than forcefully accepting it using meaningless words. Salvation is offered to all men, but is conditioned upon repentance and faith in Yahshua the Messiah.

· That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved (Romans 10:9-10).

· For "everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved" (Romans 10:13)

· Behold, I stand at the door and knock; if anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him, and will dine with him, and he with Me (Revelation 3:20).
· For everyone who asks receives, he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks, the door will be opened (Luke 11:10). 

The Reality of Death

Salvation gives an individual the joy of living a renewed eternal life in communion with Elohim, just like Adam lived in the beginning in the Garden of Eden (Genesis chapters1-2). Only Elohim possesses all the means of salvation for the human race. Elohim saves and He is salvation (Psalms 25:5). It is only by Elohim’s grace, because of His love for us, that we are saved through faith in Yahshua and that not of ourselves. 

The truth and the reality is that sin gave birth to death (Genesis 2:17, 3:3-19). But physical death is not the end of man. The misconception of every human is that when an individual dies it is considered the end; that one ceases to exist consciously forever. Not so, physically the body does cease to function (dies) and eventually it decades over a period of time, but the soul and the spirit of man continues to exists in a cognizant state even after the body dies. The reason being is that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God (or hell for that matter), nor does the perishable inherit the imperishable (1st Corinthians 15:50). In other words, looking at it from a different perspective, physical matter from the physical dimension cannot transition into the spiritual dimension. The laws that govern our physical universe cease to exist in the spiritual realm. The spiritual realm is an eternal realm where physical matter cannot exist and where time is also non-existent; it is Elohim’s realm. Elohim created the human soul and the human spirit to live for eternity with Him (2nd Corinthians 5:6-8). But mankind chooses differently, many choose not to. The question that every individual should ask themselves is: Where will my soul and my spirit live for eternity when I die, with Elohim in His kingdom, or in torment in the lake of fire with the devil, his fallen angels, the demons, and all the wicked people in the history of the world? (Revelation 20:6, 14, 21:8)
