What exactly does praying in His NAME really mean ? 
In Hebrew NAME is-

Shem
*as a mark or memorial of individuality
* honor, authority, character
*renown, report.
In Greek
onoma
a "name" (literally or figuratively) 
*authority, character:--
In either language regardless of how flawed the Greek translation is most of the time, in this case The word NAME means the same thing Character and authority ….

Problem with praying incorrectly
The problem is that some still understand the act of praying in Yashuas name in the magical sense. 
 - Because they insert His name in a sentence.

 -  That the license to use His name gave you complete power over His presence. 
  -Some think if they speak his name He will come (like field of dreams, if you build it they will come)
So when you spoke it and He didn’t come you did one of three things: 
        1. You reinterpreted the text. 
        2.You quit believing it.
        3. You reinterpreted your experience to force a fulfillment of the text on your terms.

If you go through the book of Acts, you find that a number of the miracles that occurred there happened without the name of Yashua being spoken.

See power point-

One example- Acts 9

Peter tells Dorcas who was sick and died “Arise” and she opened her eyes 

No believer doubts these things were done in Yashuas name

Praying WITH Yashuas Name

·   You can not pray IN Yashuas name if you are not “IN HIS NAME” even if you say his name a thousand times. There is a difference between praying WITH his name and praying IN HIS NAME.

·   Praying WITH Yashuas name  means- You say a prayer and mention his name in hopes that somehow (like a magic incantation) your request will be conjured up 
Statement-You can not magically summon Yashua by adding “in Yashuas name” to the end of each prayer request. (Just as the sons of Sceva attempted)

Praying IN Yashuas name-

· Means you are living within his will and are part of his household
·  You represent him, you bare his name. In a way that is pleasing to him according to his word. (Not that you are perfect but you have accepted Yashua as the Savior from your 
· The righteousness you carry is his righteousness within you. His authority and his character. 

· It is not about shouting his name while you pray but shouting his name by the way you represent the fact that you bare his name in your daily life! 

----Slide----

·   The name of Yashua is more than a word, and acting in his name takes more than the ability to sound out the syllables of his name. 

· Praying or doing anything in Yashuas name means first and foremost doing it in relationship with Him 

Say- (the giving of a name is a relational act. Yashua gives us His name first and foremost because He wants to be in relationship with us.)
·   Your authority in the use of the name is in direct correlation with your level of intimacy with Him and the level of substance You have developed in Him

A few more points- 
· It means to pray in His presence, ( literally his being.) To pray in the name of Yashua is to enter into His name 

·   His name is not merely a word, but the revelation of His being

· If you are merely chanting a word, but are far from His person, you are not prayed in His name at all. You are casting a spell.

----Slide----

· Lastly, it means to pray in accordance with His will. To act in someone's name is to act on their behalf ….

Speak-  When you enter into His being and pray to the Father from there, it is as if Yashua were the One praying. (You are an ambassador ).This prayer is never rejected. It is always answered if it is according to his will!
 Read-
2 Corinthians 5:20
Now then we are ambassadors for Yashua, as though Elohim did beseech you by us: we pray [you] in Yashuas stead, be ye reconciled to Elohim.

Praying in his name means you “Pray in the representation of his character that lives in you” 
It is ok to say “In Yashuas name” when you pray, that is not the issue.
Mistake is-  Not representing his character correctly is where we make the mistake. 

If you are going to pray in Yashuas name you better make sure you are
Biblically in fact : IN HIS NAME”
**That would be considered using  his name in vain. 
That was what Elohim was talking about in the 3rd Commandment…..

Read-
Exodus 20:7
You shall not make wrongful use of the NAME of the Yahweh your Elohim, for the Yahweh will not acquit anyone who misuses his NAME. 

It was not about saying his name without a good reason or for swearing. He was commanding us to not misrepresent his name! 

It is a Hebrew idiom……..
----Slide----

 And what does vain mean in Hebrew? –
According to the Strong’s Concordance-
Vein
Strongs 7723
shav'
shawv 

in the sense of desolating; 
evil (as destructive),
literally (ruin) 
 morally (especially guile); 
figuratively idolatry (as false,), 
**uselessness (as deceptive, objective;):-
-false(-ly), lie, lying, vain, vanity. 

So from the Hebraic understanding using his name in vain means you are bringing shame to his name, destroying the character of Elohim and rendering his name useless!

Literal translation Ex 20:7 would read:
You should not falsely represent the character or authority of Yahweh your Elohim

How does Yashua feel about this according to scripture?
And what exactly does Yashua say about those who are using his name in prayer and are not praying in his name? 
To find out read  -
Matthew 7:21-23

Also  read   

Luke 13:24-28 
These 2 examples are people who thought they were representing Yashuas name but Yashua clearly gives them the reality check that He Never Knew Them….. 

In other words - 

-It was not that He was pretending not to know them….
-There never was any relationship to break."
The important question here isn’t if you know Yashua … 
As we all claim to know him
 BUT….

 “Does Yashua know you?”
The people in Luke 13  &  Matthew 7  thought  He knew them 
Yashua  Made clear that He never even made  an acquaintance with them…..

What does Scripture say about praying for the salvation of unbelievers?

Read-
2 Peter 3:9 
The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance 
Did you know that –
The truth is that the person they are praying for is already potentially saved. 
Yashua has gone to the cross and been raised from the dead. 
He is now seated at Elohims right hand as their representative. 

So from heaven’s viewpoint, all has been accomplished to secure salvation for every human being! 
Do you find yourself praying
 “Yashua save _________________”

Scripturally it’s up to each individual-
· To personally repent of sin

· Open their will to Elohim 

· Confess Yashua Ha Mashiak as their Savior from unrighteousness
Instead of praying the generic prayer “Lord save so and so”, here’s a more specific and results producing way to pray. There are two specific areas to cover that are biblical...…….

Reader-

First, ask the Yashua to draw the person to Himself creating within them a desire for Him. 
Reader-
John 6:44 –
No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. 

*Any desire we have for Elohim comes from Elohim. The human heart is wicked only the Holy Spirit can produce a desire for Elohim

In Matthew 9:37- 38
Yashua tells us to pray that the Father, the Master of the harvest, would send laborers into the harvest field.
These are people who walk in wisdom that could share the gospel with others personally. 
This should really make you wonder who is the Laborer….
----Slide----

ACTUALLY,We are the Laborers the Fathers has sent to the harvest !
Read-

Matthew 28:19-20 Go Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: I am with you always, even unto the end of the world.
If Yahweh has put someone in your heart to share the message of salvation with
And you pray for Yahweh to sent a laborer to complete that task he has given you-
According to the Scripture this would describe a Lazy Servant ……

Matthew 25:14- 30

Are you guilty of asking other servants to do

 Your work for you and burying your own Talents?

Yashuas called the servant acting in such a way 

USELESS SERVANT
The future of this type of Believer-

An eternal future in outer Darkness and
All the talents that were entrusted to you will be
taken from you given to the one who  did  
his agreed upon share. In this case , the one 
who did the most……

Read- 
Mat 9:37-38
This scripture says to pray for laborers to be sent into his harvest , because the amount of lost sheep was so great that as many laborers as could labor for this cause were needed ! 
Unfortunately it seems there are a lot more believers praying for laborers and not enough people are taking the laborer position. If you know you are a laborer you should be laboring!

The conclusion is that-
We are not asked to pray for the Salvation of unbelievers but to share The message of Salvation which is found in the Torah and the Prophets

10:1 Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved. 

Romans 10:13-14
10:13 For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. 

10:14 How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher?

So then belief comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of Elohim.

So you must first  receive the hearing  that can only come by the word to have faith to acquire Salvation because…..
One of the most misquoted scripture reads-
Romans 10:17 

So then belief comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of Elohim. 
NOT

So then belief comes by hearing, hearing the word of Elohim.

Biblical Formula for Belief (Faith) -
Word of Elohim = Spiritual  Hearing = Belief or Faith
The Word-
The only WORD that was available when 

Romans  10:17 was written, the  Torah, 

Moshe and the Prophets, aka The Old 

Testament. 

Hearing- 
The ability to discern or understand what message is

 being given to you supernaturally by the Holy Spirit 

Belief-
The ability or skill to place all of your reliance upon
 Yashua Messiah for Salvation 

So we need to share the word of Elohim with non believers so they can be saved
Stop praying for there salvation, Go share the same truth that set you free!

What if they don’t receive the message of truth?

*People are afraid of rejection, of being mocked and rejected

Matthew 

10:14 And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear your words, when ye depart out of that house or city, shake off the dust of your feet.
-If they do not accept it you are instructed to 

Pack it up and take it back with you by dusting your feet as you leave.
Elohim is the one who will draw them if they are His!

James 5:16
Confess faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.
Those who KEEP (Shamar) his words:

And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His commandments and do those things that are pleasing in His sight."

Those who turn away from doing evil by repentance:
1 Peter 3:11 
"Let him turn away from evil and do good; let him seek peace and pursue it. For the eyes of the Lord are on the righteous, and His ears are open to their prayers; but the face of the Lord is against those who do evil." 
**This is Not the popular SELF SERVING practice of  

“I can sin now and repent later “

Many mislead BELIEVERS think they can Manipulate Elohim 
  with his own words , He knows everything 
 Especially your hearts intent !

Quick Reminder on Repentance
· The word “REPENT" means to be willing to turn away from those sins.
·  It means to be willing to have a change of mind, a change of attitude and a change of heart concerning those sins.
· It means to be willing to see that they are wrong in the eyes of Elohim.
*Again, Elohim knows your hearts intent 
You can sometimes fool people but Elohim can never be

 Fooled or manipulated!

Praying  incorrectly -
James 4:2-3
 4:2 You desire, and do not have. You murder, and are jealous, and are unable to obtain. You strive and fight, and you do not possess, because you do not ask. 
4:3 You ask and do not receive, because you ask evilly, in order to spend it on your pleasures. 

Wickedness in your heart-
Psalms  66:18 
 If I have seen wickedness in my heart, יהוה would not hear.
Proverbs 15:29
 "The Lord is far from the wicked, but He hears the prayer of the righteous."

Mark 11:25

whole house suffers!

Evil Doers-
Psalms 34:15 - 17
15 The eyes of the LORD are toward the righteous And His ears are open to their cry.
16 The face of the LORD is against evildoers, To cut off the memory of them from the earth.
17 The righteous cry, and the LORD hears And delivers them out of all their troubles.
Beware :Sinning against Elohim :
1Samuel 2:25
 “If one man sins against another, Elohim shall judge him. But if a man sins against יהוה, who shall pray for him?” But they did not listen to the voice of their father, though יהוה was pleased to put them to death.
 (This is about the extremely wicked sons of Eli the priest who Hannah gave Samuel to after he was weaned)

In these two different cases , Yahweh did answer prayers that were made by a believer for a non believer. 
You can clearly see that in both of these two examples that he did it so that :
They would know He was the only true El that could deliver them from his Plagues & Judgement” ,and are good examples of Elohim fearing people interceding for those who did not.

In the case of Abimelek Yahweh told him to ask Abraham to pray for him so that he would know it was Abrahams Elohim who delivered him and his kingdom from infertility.

In the Pharaoh's case regardless of all the gods he had, only Yahweh could make the plagues be lifted when he asked Moses to pray to his Elohim…….
